A meeting was held to discuss the implementation of the 2002 DCCS Retreat scheduled for October 4, 5 and 6, 2002 at Camp Strake in Conroe, Texas.  The following items were discussed:

1. There was agreement that the format for the 2002 Retreat should be essentially similar to the last two DCCS Retreats: 

· There would be two distinct programs, one for the Ad Altare Dei Candidates and scouts not in the Pius XII program and a second program for the Pius XII candidates.

· The AAD program would have a general session in the morning (with the Pius XII scouts) followed by two sessions of religious discussion with the Seminarians.  The afternoon session would also have a general session with the Pius XII candidates and then two more religious discussion based sessions with the seminarians.

· As a general rule the breaks between the AAD sessions would be shorter than last year (proposed to be about 15 minutes each) so as to keep the consistency of the religious program.

Action Item:  Bill O’Reilly to get with Andre Marte to review the modified schedule (basically timing) developed by Andre and Jerry Jones last year as a result of the feedback from the 2001 DCCS Retreat.

· It was proposed that a short session be included before lunch to teach the scouts how to say the rosary.  There will be Rosary Rings available for each scout and each leader but it was suggested that these should not be given out until after the last discussion session in the afternoon.  There is also a possibility that a full sized rosary (possibly a gift to the scouts from the Knights of Columbus) could be given to the scouts after the afternoon sessions.  The before noon teaching session(s) would be helpful to allow the scout to realize what the rosary means before he was to actually receive one (or ones).

· The Pius XII candidates, similar to last year, would attend the general sessions immediately after breakfast and lunch, respectively, and then

go with Father Bill, Mr. Barnes and other Pius XII staff to Seton Lodge and sites 21 and 22 (if needed).

· The Adoration Service, similar to last year, would take place between 4:00 PM and 5:00 PM along with Reconciliation Services for those who wished to go.  There was a suggestion that possibly instruction as to the proper behavior could be given to the scouts before they went in to see the Host since some have never participated in Adoration Services before.

· Mass would be held at Eagle’s Nest (weather permitting) after dinner, probably about 7:00 PM.

2. The Retreat Theme: The Retreat theme has not been determined as of yet.  Father Bill would like the theme for the scouting retreats to be the same for the Boy Scouts and the Girl Scouts.  There will be a Day of Reflection for the DCCS members and the Girl Scout Retreat leaders on June 8th at St. Thomas More (probably between 8:00 AM and noon).  The official information will be transmitted by Roger Morris in the near future.  Father Bill will determine the common retreat theme at that time.

3. Patches:  The design of the DCCS Retreat patches will start on June 8th when the Retreat theme is known.  The size of the patch will be similar to last year and everyone at the meeting was in agreement that there should be a button hole piece added to the patch (+5 cents).  400 patches will be ordered, similar to last year’s order.A tentative patch design will be developed for review by the Retreat Committee just prior to the DCCS meeting on June 19th.

Seminarians:  Last year the four Seminarians were very well received by the 

scouts and added a great deal to the Retreat.  This year we would again like to ask for at least four of the Seminarians to help us.  Jerry Jones has contacted Father Brendan Cahill at the Seminary and let him know that we again are requesting help from the Seminarians.  Fr. Cahill will discuss this with the Seminarians in August when they are confirming plans for their Fall schedule.  Jerry Jones has graciously agreed to follow this up and will talk with Father Cahill in August.  Jerry will also meet with the Seminarians who agree to help to explain Scouting

and what we are doing at the Retreat (similar to last year).  More on this activity in August.
Action Item:  Jerry Jones to contact Father Brendan Cahill in August to request/confirm that at least four Seminarians can help us on Saturday, October 5, 2002 from 8:00 AM to 3:30 PM.

6.
Rosary Rings, Bibles and Rosaries:  It was agreed by the Retreat Committee that Rosary Rings would be given to each scout and each leader (a total of 300 will be ordered).  Also it was agreed that a full case of paperback (similar to last year) Bibles would be purchased.  With the full case from last year plus the new case of Bibles, there should be enough Bibles to give one to each Pius XII candidate.  Donations will be requested from various Knights of Columbus posts to finance the cost of the Bibles.  Also it was suggested that the names of the Knights of Columbus posts that donated the Bibles should be noted in the Bibles.  There was also a suggestion that the Knights of Columbus may donate K of C Rosaries if asked.

develop a proposed Music Program and review it with the Retreat Committee ust prior to the DCCS meeting on June 19th.

Action Item:  Andre will present a proposed Retreat Music Program and submit it to Retreat Committee review at 7:00 PM, June 19th prior to the DCCS Meeting at St. Rose of Lima Church.

It was suggested that each of the camping groups complete a rosary at their campsite on Saturday night before retiring for the night.  This would be done under the guidance of an adult leader and is designed to teach the scouts how to pray the rosary.  It was also suggested that the leader be told of this well in advance and not “dropped” on him or her at the Retreat.  There would be a general teaching session for the boys during the day (tentively scheduled for before lunch) and the Rosary Rings (and possibly K of C Rosaries) would be handed out at 4:00 PM or so.  

Action Item:  Retreat Committee revisit this suggestion and determine how and when we can get the adult leaders informed (and possibly trained) to lead the Rosary at the campsite.

11. It was suggested that a BSA Youth Protection Training (YPT) could be given on Friday night to the adults who need it.  (It is a requirement of the AAD and Pius XII programs as well as the BSA, that the adults have YPT.  It is good for three years).

12. Advertising the Retreat:  A similar flyer as last year needs to be entered into the Scouter.  Also, the flyer and additional information will need to be entered on the DCCS Web site.
