some examples.

1. What about the books describing the lives of the saints?  Do you know of any?  Where do you find them?  Who are some of the saints in the books?

2. What of the history of the church?  Were do you find these books?  What are some of the things described in these books (Journeys/lives of the Apostles, early Christians, etc.)

3.   Is the only reference for me to live a good life as described by Christ?

4.  When do I know that I am doing what Jesus wants and not what I want?

     dedicated to Service to Others)

7.   What are Troop Service Projects?

8.   What are Eagle Service Projects?
